CORPUS CHRISTI: This Sunday, the Church celebrates the great feast of
Corpus Christi [two Latin words which mean ‘the Body of Christ']. In some parts
of the world there are processions through the streets and it is extremely
fitting and exciting that some of our children will make their First Holy
Communion this weekend. The gathering in this Sunday's Gospel wasn't just a
huge, miraculous, open-air picnic. This was a sign of the Eucharist (Holy
Communion) which Jesus would establish with His disciples at the Last Supper.
